AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NORTH 
ROYALTON, PART TWO ADMINISTRATION CODE, CHAPTER 214 GENERAL FEE SCHEDULE, 

SECTION 214.06 FEES IN THE STREETS, UTILITIES AND PUBLIC SERVICES CODE, PARAGRAPH 
(j) USE OF CITY JAIL FACILITIES FOR HOUSING OF PRISONERS BY OTHER GOVERNMENTAL 

ENTITIES, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 
 
WHEREAS: Council, after due deliberation, desires to amend the Codified Ordinances of the City of North 

Royalton, Part Two Administration Code, Chapter 214 General Fee Schedule, Section 214.06 
Fees in the Streets, Utilities and Public Services Code, Paragraph (j) to amend fees for use of 
city jail facilities for housing of prisoners by other governmental entities. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NORTH ROYALTON, 
COUNTY OF CUYAHOGA AND STATE OF OHIO, THAT: 
 
Section 1.  Council hereby amends the Codified Ordinances of the City of North Royalton, Part Two 
Administration Code, Chapter 214 General Fee Schedule, Section 214.06 Fees in the Streets, Utilities and 
Public Services Code, Paragraph (j) which shall hereafter read as follows: 

 
(j) Use of City Jail facilities for  Not less than $62.00  
 housing of prisoners by other $55.00 and not more than  
 governmental entities [1066.01(a)]: $100 per day per prisoner, 
   as negotiated by the Chief of Police  
   and approved by the Mayor. 
   The Chief of Police may charge 
   appropriate amounts for partial day 
   periods (under 8 hours). 
 
Section 2.  Part Two Administration Code, Chapter 214 General Fee Schedule, Section 214.06 Fees in the 
Streets, Utilities and Public Services Code, Paragraph (j) of the Codified Ordinances of the City of North 
Royalton is hereby amended as provided for herein and all other provisions of Chapter 214 shall remain in full 
force and effect. 
 
Section 3.  This Ordinance shall supersede all previously adopted Ordinances in direct conflict herewith. 
 
Section 4.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure immediately necessary for the 
preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare of the city, and for the further reason that it is 
immediately necessary for Council to amend the fees for use of city jail facilities for housing of prisoners by 
other governmental entities. 
 
THEREFORE, provided this Ordinance receives the affirmative vote of two-thirds of all members elected to 
Council, it shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor; 
otherwise, from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
