Jim Orr, 4851 Maple Lane, read a statement into the record, a copy of which is attached. 
 
Nancy Bendzak, 11431 Villa Grande, addressed Council regarding “rights of people”.   
 
Al Bendzak, 11431 Villa Grande, addressed Council regarding “want good government”. 
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Mayor Luks said that Mr. Orr had mentioned that the city needs to aggressively pursue funding 
sources.  She said the city has been aggressively pursuing funding sources.  We submitted 14 
projects through the FEMA programs.  Of those, only 2 projects made it through the pre-
application round.  In terms of the 594 program, Mayor Luks said that she respectfully disagrees 
with Mr. Stefanik’s characterization of this matter.  There is a limited amount of funding through 
this program.  This is one of the few programs available for flooding projects.  She submitted 
projects to the 594 program that did not make it through the FEMA process.  This is the same 
program from which Mr. Stefanik and Mr. Gentile are pursuing funds for the sewer expansion.  
When there is a limited amount of dollars in a funding source, not all of the projects will get 
awarded.  They are all evaluated, but they are in competition with one another.  In terms of her 
ability to contact our congressman, she does not feel that it is appropriate at this point in time to 
get into an in-depth discussion about this, and will have to be discussed at a later time. 
 
Mr. Willey wished to acknowledge the Service Director and the entire Service Department for 
their efforts during the recent storm damage clean up. 
 
Mr. Gentile thanked Council and the Mayor for their support of Resolution 05-59.  Issue 2 funds 
are a vital stream for our community.
